
Sunrise Elementary PBS Lesson Plan 

*All lessons are revisited as needed throughout the school year.  
 

Skill: Being responsible, having integrity, being safe, and being enthusiastic. 

Setting: Bus 

Read Aloud to Students: 
Today we are going to discuss the procedures of the bus. 

 Keep bus clean 

 Report any problems to the bus driver when bus is stopped 

 Listen to and obey the driver the first time asked 

 Stay in original seat, face forward, and keep all objects to yourself  

 Share your seat 

 Be friendly 

Teacher Models for Students:  
Example: Teacher gets on bus and quickly sits down facing forward, sitting up straight with book bag in 
lap. (Middle School students should go to the back of the bus. Elementary students should stay in the 
front.) Teacher stays in seat until bus stops at their bus stop. Teacher quickly exits the bus.  
 
Nonexample: Teacher runs to bus and sits in one seat then changes to several other seats to talk with 
friends. Teacher takes out left-overs from lunch and begins to eat them throwing wrappers on the   
floor, then yells out the window. While approaching bus stop, teacher stands up. Teacher exits bus after 
talking with a friend. 
 
Example: Teacher models all appropriate steps to riding the bus. 
 
 
 

Student Role Play: Students model all appropriate steps to riding the bus with teacher feedback. 
 
 
 
 

After the Lesson: After returning to the classroom, allow time to discuss further and answer questions.
